Dear Parishioners,

The main instrument to build the Christian communi-
ty is the preaching of the Word. We can see this in the
reading of the Acts of the Apostles where we are told
part of Paul’s first apostolic journey. When they arrive
in a city, they start by preaching in the synagogue and
then they preach to the whole city. The fruit of that
preaching is the creation of a community. Although
Paul and Barnabas are expelled, the new disciples are
filled with joy and the Holy Spirit. A consequence of
this preaching is the great crowd that makes up the
Church. The vision of the Apocalypse in the second
reading makes us contemplate that magnificent gath-
ering of all believers throughout all time. They are the
ones who have passed through the great tribulation.

But the Gospel tells us about a reality that is more
important than preaching. Preaching is nothing more
than the instrument that opens our eyes to anoth-
er deeper reality: we are the family of God. Through
baptism we have entered into a special relationship
with God of knowledge, of tenderness, of love... we
live in the embrace from the Father to the Son. This
is how today’s readings place us before the true goal
of every Christian community. What makes us Chris-
tians is not preaching. We are not Christians because
we heard such a father preach and we liked how he
spoke. We are Christians because, listening to Father
X, we realized, by the preaching of this priest that
there is a special relationship between God the Father
and each one of us... That we are part of the family of
God and that he will never leave us by his hand. There,
in that personal relationship, is where the Christian
community has its most authentic meaning. Does my
participation in the parish community depend on the
presence of a certain priest or certain people? Do | re-
late to others knowing that we all, without exception,
are part of God’s family?
